
 

 

 

Alzheimerôs disease is a progressive, degenera-

tive disorder that attacks the brainôs nerve cells, 

or neurons, resulting in loss of memory, thinking 

and language skills and behavioural changes. 

Alzheimerôs disease is the most common cause 

of dementia, or loss of intellectual function, 

among people aged 65 years and older. 

 

It is estimated that Alzheimerôs disease current-

ly affects more than 450,000 Canadians. It is 

projected that the number of Canadians with 

Alzheimerôs disease could more than double by 

the year 2031. This disease is ranked as the 5th 

leading cause of death in women over the age of 

65 and the 8th leading cause of death in men over 

the age of 65. 

 

Currently there is no cure. Researchers are con-

tinually testing the effectiveness of various drug 

therapies that will control or slow the progression  

of symptoms . Funding is needed to continue the 

research to find a cure and stop this degenerative 

disease from affecting more Canadian families. 

The annual national cost for caring for people with 

Alzheimerôs is estimated at $5.5 Billion and pre-

dicted to escalate to $12 Billion by 2013.
